Section 54.11 (NYCRR) is amended to read as 
follows: Eye protection. [(a)] A motorcyclist 
may use any eye protection device that has 
been manufactured in conformity with the 
American National Standard Institute's Z87.1 
standard “Occupational and Educational 
Personnel Eye and Face Protection Devices”
[Regulation VESC-8]. A motorcyclist may not 
operate a motorcycle unless he or she is 
wearing such eye protection.

- For enforcement purposes, eyewear that 
meets this newly adopted ANSI standard will 
have “Z87” on the frames and lenses.

VTL 381(11) – No person shall operate a motor 
vehicle on any highway which is: (3) equipped with an 
exhaust device without internal baffles, known as 
“straight pipes” ; or (4) equipped with an exhaust 
device that has been modified in a manner that will  
amplify  or increase the noise emitted by the motor of 
such vehicle above that emitted by the exhaust 
system originally installed on the vehicle.
